Subject:  Petition 

  

The Petition that many of you signed was about having an Election Meeting where the electioneering 

activities, such as a candidate forum, and the voting takes place in the same meeting. 

In the last few years, the Marineland HOA elections have separated electioneering from voting.  The 

reasons for the separation are: 

¶ Residents will have time to review and analyze candidate statements before voting. 

¶ Residents can vote privately and do not feel rushed or intimidated.

¶ The voting can be scheduled at a time and place convenient for most residents.   

 

The Loftin Firm has advised us to begin implementing policies as provided in the Davis-Sterling Common 

Interest Development Act (Civil Code) and California Code of Regulations for the Elections. Generally, 

these laws provide for the separation of electioneering from voting.  Thus, the Candidate Forum, at 

which floor nominations will take place, is scheduled for August 1st at 7:00 p.m. and voting will occur on 

August 4th from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  Results will be released at 2:00 p.m. following tabulation of the 

votes. Jon Rodrigue, Esq. of The Loftin Firm will attend the Candidate Forum at the Park on August 1st. 

The position of the Marineland HOA is that we have begun to implement procedures within the scope of 

the Davis-Sterling Act and California Code of Regulations. Following the conversion process the election 

and voting procedures will be governed by the above mentioned codes. It is the desire of the 

Marineland HOA to move forward with the conversion process in a timely manner. The South Bay 

Dispute Resolution Center was contacted to help resolve the election concerns. At this time, The 

Marineland HOA feels it would be inappropriate to commence with formal dispute resolution at this 

time. The Loftin Firm has been in contact with Lance Widman of the South Bay Dispute Resolution 

Center and will continue to talk with them as is necessary.     

Please Note, to facilitate the impartial tabulation of ballots, and in accordance with the laws mentioned 

herein, Christopher Bates, Esq. of The Loftin Firm will attend at the Park on Election Day, August 4th to 

serve as the Election Inspector.
